Piazza Duomo

Piazza Duomo is a beautiful medieval 

square in the old town.

In the square you can see the 

Cathedral, the Baptistery and Bishopôs 

House.

The Baptistery and the Cathedral are 

considered to be a transition between 

Romanesque and Gothic architecture, 

and they are two of the most important 

Medieval monuments in Europe.

Inside the Cathedral there are frescoes 

by Correggio.

The Baptistery is an octagonal building 

built of Verona Marble. The inside 

contains sixteen arches, forming 

alcoves each containing a painted 

scene and marvellous sculpture and 

reliefs depicting the Months by 

Benedetto Antelami.
